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Where are the multimedia widget in the mapping widget, and 
what can I do with them? Multimedia widget has been around in 
6.5, but got and upgrade in 6.6 and Mapping got its widget and 
an upgrade in 6.6. At Rhode Island DOT, we use BrM as the 
holder of our bridge information, and we allow access to many 
different groups of people. Therefore we have created many 
different roles in BrM. These roles can only see certain portions 
of it and only have specific interactions with BrM. This makes the 
use of widgets extremely useful.
